Elmer- A neighbor, sheep farmer, and back-country mule guide
Scott- The New Neighbor

Sheep Two, Three, and Four- Clover’s regrettably sheep-like herd of…. Sheep

Matteo- The Elder States Alpaca
Milo- The brash yearling alpaca
